Product Responsibility


	Nov 1, 2005
The producer is responsible for historical non-household equipment which was brought into circulation after August 12, 2005.

The user is responsible for historical non-household equipment which was brought into circulation before August 13, 2005. But the producer shall take back such equipment for fee if supplying replacement with same function.

Producers of non-household equipment can make individual arrangements with the user concerning the collection and treatment of such equipment, provided that he is not an end user.

	Responsibility for the Registration


	Responsibility for the registration is with the enterprise which brings the equipment into circulation in Austria; in case of foreign manufacturers this is the importer.
The collective systems can undertake the registration on behalf of the enterprise.

	Any party that commercially produces or imports EEE shall register with the WEEE

system in the producer register


	Dito (Italy)
	Responsibility for the registration rests with the enterprise, which brings the products into circulation in Italy; in cases of foreign manufacturers, this is usually the importer/distributor.


	Responsibility for the registration rests with the enterprise, which brings the products into circulation in Germany; in cases of foreign enterprises, this is usually the importer.

 

	Definition of “Producer”


	According to Waste Management Law (AWG § 13 Section 1) a producer is one who
- manufacturers and sells electric and electronic equipment under his own brand

- resells under his own brand equipment produced by other suppliers, but a reseller is not regarded as the “producer” if the brand of the producer appears on the equipment

- imports electrical and electronic equipment on a professional basis
- exports electrical and electronic equipment on a professional basis into a member state and sells it directly to an end user.

	Producers and importers: Any person who

a. produces and distributes EEE under its own trademark,
b. under its own trademark redistributes equipment produced by other suppliers, but a redistributor

shall not, however, be regarded as a producer if the producer's trademark is indicated on the

equipment, or
c. commercially imports EEE into Denmark

	"Producer": whoever, irrespective of the selling technique used, including by means of distance communication, within the meaning of legislative decree n. 185 of 22 May  1999:

1) Manufactures and places electrical and electronic equipment under an own brand;

2) Resells under an own brand equipment produced by other suppliers, a reseller not being regarded as the 'producer' if the brand of the producer appears on the equipment, as provided for in No. 1. 

3) imports or places for the first time on the national market electrical and electronic equipment as part of its professional activity  and commercializes it, also by means of distance communication 

4) a company which manufactures electrical and electronic equipment intended exclusively for exportation is required to comply with articles  4, 13 and 14, as “producer”. By means of this decree, who provides for financing exclusively on the basis of a financial agreement is not considered as the “producer”, unless he acts on behalf of the producer as provided for in n. 1),2),3);  


	Producer means any person or legal entity, Section 312b (2) of the German Civil Code (BGB), who: 

1. Manufactures and places electrical and electronic equipment under an own brand on the market for the first time in the territory covered by this Act. 

2. Resells under an own brand in the territory covered by this Act equipment produced by other suppliers, a reseller not being regarded as the 'producer' if the brand of the producer appears on the equipment, as provided for in     No. 1. 

3. Imports for the first time electrical and electronic equipment into the territory covered by this Act and places it on the market or exports it to another EU Member State and provides it directly to a user in that country.

	Requirements of Registration 
	- Enterprise data: Name, address, phone, fax, e-mail, corporate tax number, enterprise registration number, branch number
- Contact person who is responsible for registration (Phone, fax, email)
- Equipment category for which products are announced (dental equipment is category 8); 

- Type of device (B2B or B2C product)

- Information on the relevant Collective System

- Information for EEE sold to private households if a producer exports and sells directly to an end user in other EU member states.


	(3) The application for enrolment shall include:

1) The name, address and the central business register (CVR) number of the enterprise.

2) The designation of the types of equipment falling under the categories set out in Annex 1,

being placed on the market or about to be placed on the market

3) Information on the method in which producer responsibility requirements shall be fulfilled,

including information on whether the enterprise has established an individual collection scheme

or joined a collective scheme.

4) Information on the names or trademarks the enterprise uses in its labelling, cf. section 20

below.

(4) The enrolment application shall be signed by the management in charge of the enterprise.

(5) Where a producer or importer is registered as having joined a collective scheme, the

producer or importer may assign their obligations under subsections (2)–(4) to this collective

scheme.

	The following data must be supplied for the registration:

- Enterprise data (name, address, telephone, fax, e-mail, corporate tax number) 

- Contact person within the enterprise, who is responsible for the registration

- The equipment category, for which products are announced (reference: In Germany, all devices, which are supplied by the dentist or dental laboratory, fall under the product category 8 "medicine products"). 

- The type of device, i.e. either B2C (business to consumer) or B2B (Business to Business) product. This is straightforward in Germany: all dental products are categorized as B2B-Products.

- The type of manufacturer, i.e., either a domestic producer (Germany) or an importer. 

- The Quantity Declaration: The Quantity Declaration must be submitted at the latest by 30.04.2006. It must specify the quantity brought into circulation in kilograms per year. For the first year, estimates are allowed. The Quantity Declaration must be submitted annually. 

- Authentication that B2B- products are being placed into circulation: This authentication is compulsory, because the requirements relating to B2C devices are substantially higher than those for B2B-products. By the authentication, the following text may be employed: "These products are installed by the dental specialized trade in hospitals, dental practices and dental laboratories, and delivered by the medicine product advisor according to the § 31 Medicine Product Law. They are used only commercially by technical personnel. Usage in private households does not take place."
